EDUCATIONAL INEQUALITES IN THE VIEW OF POLISH
SOCIOLOGY OF EDUCATION

The paper presents the output of Polish sociology of education. The author
shows research projects and thematic fields present in the work of Polish scientists. The
conducted research focuses on old educational inequalities (the impact of status on
educational achievements and aspirations) as well as the new ones (the impact of status
on private lessons and additional classes). In the article the consequences of socio-
economic transformation and their impact on educational inequalities is shown as well.
At the end, the theoretical concepts of cultural capital, human capital and
credentialism, helpful with the analysis and explanation of social inequalities in Poland
are shown as well.

Keywords: Educational inequalities, Poland, transformation, private tutoring,
human capital, cultural capital.

INTRODUCTION

Since the early 1990s, we have been witnessing an increase in the
number of post-secondary schools in Poland. The highest increase in the
number of pupils was reported in high schools. In the 1980s, only 20% of
the population studied in high schools, while in the 2009/2010 school year,
44% of pupils attended high schools. The popularization of secondary level
education is still more noticeable if we consider the number of students
who pass the high school leaving examination (Matura), which gives them
an opportunity to start education at the academic level (80%). A still higher
increase in the access to higher education was observed in the case of
students. From 1990 to 2010, the number of students increased by 370%.
Poland has a high index of net enrolment rate of 41.2%, which is higher
than the average in the EU and OECD states (Szafraniec, 2011).
Observations of high school leavers confirm the trend. Based on the 2010
research which was carried out among upper secondary school pupils, 71%
of high school leavers plan to start university studies (Szcucka i Jelonek,
2011). On the one hand, the data can be treated as evidence of the
egalitarianism of the educational system and its answer to challenges posed
by knowledge and risk societies. Education becomes the foundation of the

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social status of an individual and it determines life opportunities in
contemporary society. Insufficient education is one of social
marginalization factors. At the times of risk society, education reduces
unemployment, poverty and low life quality risks. It also functions as a
personal insurance policy for changing and uncertain times. Among people
holding an academic degree, the unemployment rate is still lower; such
individuals find it easier to get jobs and have higher remuneration. It can be
concluded that education does not guarantee success; however, the lack of
education guarantees failure.

On the other hand, we can still observe clear educational inequalities.
In spite of changes introduced in the educational system which were to
reduce the impact of family, social and background status on educational
achievements, the situation has not changed considerably in this aspect.
School results in Poland are still determined by the family status and
culture capital and not by the work of teachers at school (Szafraniec, 2011).
The correlation in Poland is higher than the average value for OECD states.
Therefore, we can ask questions about the reasons for this situation. The
second problem that arises here is connected with the identification of
factors generating educational inequalities in the wake of the 1999 reform.

A REVIEW OF EMPIRICAL RESEARCH

The problem of educational inequalities is not new and it is broadly
covered by scientific research. The research on educational inequalities
carried out in Poland and in the world has rich tradition and dates back to
the interwar period. It is enough to mention works by Jézef Chatasinski
(1969), Stanistaw Rychlinski (1976), Jan Bystron (1939), Helena Radlinska
(1937) and Marian Falski (1937). In the post-war period, the social
functions of schools, selection processes, aspirations and conditioning of
school results were analyzed. The research was carried out by the centre in
Torun: Zbigniew Kwiecinski (1972, 1972a, 1975, 2002), Ryszard Borowicz
(1976, 1980, 2000), and their students. Moreover, the research on
educational inequalities was carried out by Mikotaj Kozakiewicz (1974),
Mirostaw J. Szymanski (1973, 1988), Marian Niezgoda (1993), Piotr
Dhugosz 1 Marian Niezgoda (2010) and others. Educational issues were also
addressed by researchers from the University of Warsaw (UW) (Sawinska,
1985), the Institute of Philosophy and Sociology of the Polish Academy of
Sciences (IFiS PAN) (Domanski, 2004, 2008; Domanski 1 Tomescu-
Dubrow, 2010), and the Institute of Applied Social Science of the
University of Warsaw (ISNS UW) (Biatecki, 1982, 2009). The effects of
the educational reform were monitored by the Institute of Public Affairs
(ISP) (Zahorska, 2003, 2009, Zahorska ed., 2012), Elzbieta Putkiewicz
1 Anna Wotkomirska (2004), Elzbieta Putkiewicz 1 Marta Zahorska (2001),
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Elzbieta Putkiewicz (2005), Krzysztof Konarzewski (2004). Research on
educational issues is carried out by the Institute of Educational Research
(IBE) (http://www.ibe.edu.pl) and its goal is to integrate the existing
research and increase the application of scientific research results in the
educational policy and practice as well as education management.

While designing the research, the analyses and the state of
knowledge currently achieved in special units and institutions founded for
studying education and various educational aspects will be considered. We
can mention the following centres: the Centre for Educational Development
(ORE) (http://www.ore.edu.pl/) and the Institute of Philosophy and
Sociology of the Polish Academy of Sciences (IFiS PAN) (Longitudinal
studies: youth educational development paths) (Badanie podiuzne
....,2013). The first centre focuses on educational processes in macro
scale, carries out research on the educational strategies of
communes/municipalities, expenditures on education and social
infrastructure in the vicinity of schools. On the other hand, research carried
out at I[FiS PAN by Roman Dolata is focused on improving the indices of
educational added value (EAV). It takes into account the analyses of
students’ knowledge growth in the context of family environment impact,
individual character and the school environment.

The knowledge of domestic budget expenditures on educational
purposes and educational aspirations of children and parents is provided in
the outcomes of “Social Diagnosis 2013” research and its previous editions
(www.diagnoza.com). The above-mentioned studies are of practical nature,
their main goal is to determine the conditions for the educational system
functioning and the diagnosis of educational reform dysfunctions or tools
and methods for the evaluation of the introduced reform. Naturally, we
should also remember about the reports that have been prepared this year,
visualizing the challenges to be faced by the educational system, “Society
progress towards knowledge.” (Raport o stanie edukacji 2010, 2011).
Another important document is a report edited by Krystyna Szafraniec
“The youth 2011”(Szafraniec, 2011). It pictures the conditions of Polish
youth as compared with other nations and presents transformations that
have occurred in the Polish educational system in recent years. It also
indicates the fact of differentiating educational chances among the youth
with various social statuses. Unfortunately, the report does not deal with
the issues of the educational system anomy and its dysfunctions in the
current state. The third important document that we should refer to is
“Human Capital Balance” and two reports that resulted from the research:
“Who are graduates of Polish schools?” and “Students — future human
resources of Polish economy.”(Jelonek, 2011; Szcucka i1 Jelonek, 2011).
Admittedly, the research constituting the base for the above reports was
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large-scale (several thousand respondents); however, the theoretical
framework of human capital and an analysis of the results within the
framework of the concept is highly controversial. In such comprehensive
research, one should consider the segmentation of schools and their quality
as well as a more comprehensive structural context of creating human
capital. The designed research on old and new inequalities is to explain the
“blank spots” on the map of knowledge on the educational inequalities and
the analysis of the actions undertaken by social parties.

Apart from the trend focused on the studies applied within the area of
the analyzed problem there are also numerous theoretical works presenting
a new approach to the issues of educational inequalities and using
theoretical constructs in empirical analyses. We should mention here the
book edited by Marian Niezgoda, which presents an in-depth analysis of
the social effects of educational changes in Poland (Niezgoda, ed., 2011).
In the research, qualitative methodology and institutional analyses prevail
in order to reveal the impact of the reform on changes in school
organizational cultures and transformations in the lifestyle of the pupils’
families. There are also works by Henryk Domanski and Zbigniew
Sawinski taking into consideration an analysis of educational inequalities in
a long-term prospective. The researchers focus on selective and allocative
functions of the educational system and they study the intensity of social
mobility after the 1989 political transformation. Generally, the results of
the studies reveal the sustainable nature of educational inequalities
(Putkiewicz 1 Zahorska, 1998, 2001), Jarostaw Domalewski 1 Piotr
Mikiewicz (2004), Ryszard Dolata (2008), Zbigniew Sawinski (2008).
There are also works that indicate horizontal educational inequalities
(Niezawistowska, 2012, Dtugosz, 2012) and works analyzing school results
of pupils from the perspective of human capital (Hebrst, 2012).

Some analyses in the sociology of education start with the
educational reform introduced in 1999. The reform triggered a whole range
of various changes. One of the unintended effects of the reform may be a
decrease in the teaching quality (Walczak 1 Zahorska, 2008).

From the research it can also be concluded that the educational
reform contributed rather to the elitarianism of the educational system and
that certain horizontal inequalities appeared. As reported by Raymond
Boudon (2008), it can be concluded that we witness a reverse effect in
education. Such unintended effects of the reform can include the inflation
of diplomas, the so-called effect of St. Mathew (Zahorska, 2009) which can
be observed in Polish education at the moment or the segmentation of
upper secondary and higher education systems (Dlugosz, 2009). There are
theoretical analyses that are to explain the inequalities in the educational
system (Sawinski, 2009).

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In recent years there have also appeared theoretical analyses of
Zbigniew Sawinski, Alicja Zawistowska, including a review of theories and
models used for explaining educational inequalities in the world.

Based on the literature on the subject matter in question, we can
distinguish the following areas of interest referring to educational
inequalities:

- conditioning for the selection of schools by the youth and social

selections to schools;

- segregation, segmentation of the school system and its impact on

determining life opportunities for the youth;

- 1impact of the socio-economic status of psycho-social variables on

school results and educational success;

- evaluation of school work quality and its efficiency based on the

results of external examinations;

- 1impact of the reform of education on mitigating educational

inequalities;

- effects of the work of schools (learners’ competence) in the context

of the employment market demand, and

- application of theoretical models for the explanation of educational

inequalities.

It can be assumed that the research is of a bipolar nature. On the one
hand, the research is focused on old educational inequalities whose
indicator is the correlation of the social status with the school results and
the level of educational aspirations. On the other hand, there appear studies
concerning new educational inequalities which reveal a qualitative
differentiation of schools of the same educational level (horizontal
inequalities) and analyze the impact of status features (economic, social
and cultural capital) on undertaking studies by individuals in the best
schools of a given level (school selections).

From the analyses of the phenomenon of private tutoring, we know that
private tutoring is more frequently used by pupils with a higher status in
order to gain a competitive advantage over their peers and to enrol for a
better educational establishment (Dtugosz, 2009, 2012a, Bray 2012).

As the above-mentioned studies reveal, the use of private tutoring is
more frequently an offensive action — a strategy to gain an educational
advantage over peers. The youth from the middle class can afford to seek
this advantage. The youth with a lower status cannot afford extra lessons
and typically they also do not have too high aspirations to get admitted to a
prestigious school. Private tutoring is an indicator of the educational system
dysfunction and fits into the reactions of learners’ families to risks resulting
from the development of risk and knowledge societies. Private tutoring also
undermines the principles of a social system based on meritocracy. The use
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of private tutoring by high status families in order to build an educational
position interferes with the principle of equal opportunities. Therefore, the
selective function of the educational system is disturbed.

CURRENT RESEARCH CHALLENGES

Until now, it has been the dominant approach to test the degree to
which the educational reform has fulfilled its functions related to the
removal of inequalities, improvement of the quality of education, changing
the school functioning model and the adaptation of the educational system
to the changing conditions on the labour market.

Given the present social and economic conditions, new phenomena
arise, which affect the form of and the speed at which changes in the
educational system take place. Furthermore, unintended effects of the
changes made to the educational system are revealed: the reverse effect
(Boudon, 2008) and the boomerang effect (Beck, 2002).

This means above all the birth of information society which is
changing the logic of thinking about the operation of social systems
(Drucker, 1999). As of today, knowledge is gaining its importance and it is
the main factor conditioning social development. The importance of
specialist and general competence as well as the ability to manage
information is on the increase.

The winners are those with the highest qualifications and specialist
competence. These will be able to compete on the global employment
market. The losers will be those who will drop out at the lower levels of
education or whose knowledge will be incomplete and of low quality (poor
universities and schools vs renown educational institutions).

Also, a society is emerging in which education acts as a security in
case of unstable and changeable future. And it is not so that all schools or
universities can equally well equip youth with knowledge which will be
useful and which will help them achieve a high status. Some schools and
higher education institutions enable their participants to achieve a
professional status, while others are a “storeroom” and, in the words of
Beck, “constitute phantom stations.” The question remains whether young
people are aware of the fact that some schools sell a “ticket to nowhere”,
and that very few of them are a lift to higher social positions.

The next element which should be taken into consideration when we
discuss the current problem is the market facilitation of education. In a free
market economy, knowledge as well as other qualities become a good, as
evidenced by the comprehensive development of the higher education
market in Poland. The number of non-state higher education schools is
three times that of their state counterparts, and in 2009 the latter educated
about 600,000 students. Non-state education at lower levels of the
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educational system has developed to a much lesser extent. The presence of
market elements in education means competition and an effort to win
“clients” undertaken by higher education institutions and lower level
schools. A client (student) will choose a place with the best educational
offer. Therefore, schools take such great care to have high scores in
rankings, competitions, examination results (Educational Added Value). On
the one hand, a school's high rank makes it more attractive and desired,
since it increases the life chances of youth. On the other hand, schools —
wishing to maintain their high ranks — recruit the best pupils and force them
to study harder with the help of private tutoring (Putkiewicz, 2005).
Anyway, as shown by the poor results of the high school final examination
(Matura), 2011 lower-secondary school examination and those of 2012
primary school test, school is not coping well with the task of preparing
pupils for external examinations. Following the poor Matura results, the
frequency of third grade pupils looking for private tutors increased. It can
be assumed that the market of private educational services will continue to
develop, since demand for this kind of services is increasing.' However, it
may also be the case that in local communities with high saturation of this
kind of offers, schools will fare better with respect to examination results,
and where the educational and cultural infrastructure is underdeveloped
(peripheries), the results of pupils and schools will be worse.

This situation reveals, with high probability, an anomy of the
educational system. The changes made to the educational system and the
resultant dysfunctions consisting in the inability of the school to prepare
pupils, as part of its course of study, for external examination standards, the
lowered ability to teach resulting from the teachers’ unwillingness to accept
changes, their low incomes, lack of competence and the gradual
disappearance of the teaching ethos lead to an anomy. A possible reaction
to this situation on the part of young people and their parents will be the
commissioning of private tutors, which may be regarded as an innovative
behaviour in the face of an anomy (Merton, 2002).

The preliminary results of research on private tutoring in the sub-
region of Przemysl in the period 2007-2011 show that the problem applies
to about 50% of high school leavers and already one year prior to the
introduction of the obligatory mathematics examination the number of
pupils who have private mathematics tutors has doubled (from 30% to
60%). A question arises then what activities are undertaken by local

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governments in this situation and whether they are trying to look for
solutions to this problem at all, or whether it is the problem of young
people themselves and their parents®.

When we look for the theoretical background revealing mechanisms
behind the strategies of young people, we should look at the theories of
cultural capital, human capital and credentialism.

In a situation where secondary and higher education become
popularized, education and diplomas are subject to inflation. In connection
with the above, individuals aim to obtain a better credential, that is they
start third level studies or they study at several departments. In a situation
where there is an excess of diplomas on the market, young people from
higher social classes try to maintain their high ranking by maximising their
educational efforts. Such a phenomenon occurred in the UK. In connection
with the egalitarianism of the educational system, there arose internal
mechanisms which differentiated educational needs. As reported by Phillip
Brown, in the UK, following the popularisation of education, the parents of
children from higher social classes mobilised all financial and cultural
resources in order to gain an advantage. Education based on private
education, tutors, advisors and specialists designing career paths has
become a necessity (Brow, 2006).

In connection with the fact that the concept of cultural capital is so
commonly used in analyses of educational inequalities, we will narrow
down the scope of the discussion here to two issues. Namely, in the
analyses they typically describe the influence of cultural capital on school
results, while indirect variables are rarely indicated. From the research
carried out it follows that cultural capital affects school results in as far as it
stimulates pupils to use private tutoring and to attend extra classes. This
can be well observed in the project “Human Capital Balance” showing that
additional classes were attended by 50% of high school pupils whose
fathers had primary education and 80% by those whose parents were
university degree holders (Szcucka 1 Jelonek, 2011).

The question remains how individual local governments cope with
the replenishing of this capital among the youth with its deficit. We can
assume that the youth with a high level of cultural capital will seek to
maximise it in order to possibly convert it into economic capital.

Education is seen as an investment in human capital, which, as a
consequence, will result in economic growth and the development of
society. Expenditure and devotion related to upgrading one’s knowledge
and qualifications pay off in the long run and bring profits. Therefore, it is

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worth investing in human capital and this is what the state should deal with.
However, more and more frequently, families themselves take over these
functions.

According to Zbigniew Sawinski, following the reform, the position
of the child in the educational system is more dependent on the family than
on the school (Sawinski, 2008). At the same time, one should remember
that these problems may be dealt with differently in rich and poor local
communities as well as different family types.

Finally, it must be observed that the processes of changes in the
educational system and its functioning depend, to a large extent, on local
contexts. Historical heritage, cultural patterns, educational and industrial
traditions, effect of transformation and European integration, local labour
markets, the opening up to the world, social capital, saturation with cultural
infrastructure, homogeneity of the environment and many other factors may
substantially affect the functioning of the educational subsystem and the
adaptation strategies parties in the educational system. In large-scale
research, these imponderabilia cannot be identified, as a result of which
material information is lost. Yet, it has been known for a long time that
global educational tasks must be performed in regional, local and school
contexts. In the directives set out in the White Book, local educational
systems have been assigned the role of implementing the goal of building
knowledge society, i.e. encouraging pupils to pursue lifelong education,
approximation of the school and the economic environment, and fighting
against marginalisation. Only appropriate cooperation of local governments
and central authorities may lead to an educational success, as is the case
with Finland (Slusarczyk, 2010).
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RELIGIOSITY AND MORALITY AMONG POLISH YOUTH
AT

THE TURN OF THE CENTURY

Sociological research into the religiosity and morality of Polish youth at the turn
of the 21st century does not indicate unequivocally the direction of related changes.
Young people’s statements regarding their faith are unchanged, however, a modest fall
can be observed in the case of young people’s participation in religious practices. The
religiosity of youth is not disappearing, but its form is changing, with the link to the
church organizations becoming weaker. Such religiosity is characterized by religious
individualism in addition to the selective treatment of the moral norms taught by the
Church. For young people, the source of morality is primarily in their own conscience,
which means that moral decisions are individual decisions resulting from free choice,
an individual’s autonomy and freedom from group dependence. Considering the current
social conditions, it is difficult to foresee with high certainty the direction of changes
related to the religiosity and morality of young people. These people are subject to both
secularization processes and intensive evangelization activities undertaken by the
Church and religious movements.

Sociological research shows that the religiosity of Polish society is
not disappearing, but merely that its nature is changing, and that it is being
transformed, accommodating social and cultural changes. One can say that
in many cases it is individual religiosity, since many people approach
church orders and prohibitions selectively. Such religiosity, which is
increasingly breaking away from the influence of the church institution, is
oriented towards an individual’s private spiritual needs. In a society
witnessing relativisation, crisis is also affecting morality, which,
traditionally, is related directly to religiosity. Contemporary social
processes, 1.e. modernisation, secularisation, pluralisation and
individualisation, weaken traditional religiosity and morality, while
generating values related to free choice, an individual’s autonomy and the
breaking away from group dependency. These trends can be seen especially
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among young people, who are more susceptible to new, less rigorous
requirements than those imposed by traditional religiosity and morality. For
young adolescents, freedom and tolerance are a kind of measure of
progress.

Polish Catholicism is seen as a social phenomenon in secular Europe.
However, its future will depend above all on the young generation.
Therefore, the main goal of this paper is to show the direction of change
related to the religiosity and morality of Polish youth at the turn of the 21*
century. Given the multiplicity and variety of publications presenting
sociological research findings related to the religiosity and morality of
young adolescents, the author will confine the discussion to an analysis of
selected secondary sources dealing with the above-mentioned issues. In
addition, he will try to address some interpretations of research findings
and the conclusions based on them, with regard to the religiosity and
morality of young Poles.

RELIGIOSITY AMONG POLISH YOUTH

In 2009 — according to CBOS — 95% of all Poles participating in the
survey identified themselves as believers, out of whom 13%, that is every
eighth respondent described their faith as strong. Only every twentieth
subject (5%) described themselves as a non-believer (Boguszewski, 2009,
Boguszewski, 2012). Similar results were recorded in 2012. At that time,
94% of the surveyed Poles identified themselves as believers; however,
every eleventh respondent (9%) described their faith as strong. Only every
sixteenth subject (6%) claimed to be a non-believer. As compared with the
2009 research, a four-point decrease in the number of strong believers was
noted (Boguszewski, 2012, Boguszewski, 2005).

Decidedly lower figures related to declarations of faith were
observed in the case of youth. However, the figures were stable and did not
betray any unambiguous trends. As follows from the nationwide research
conducted by the Centre for Public Opinion Research (CBOS) and the
National Bureau for Countering Drug Addiction (KBPN) in 1996, 1998,
2003, 2008 and 2010, young people’s declarations of faith, in principle, did
not change. The research was conducted on a nationwide representative
sample of pupils in their last year at a secondary or vocational school. The
share of young people who identified themselves as strong believers,
believers, undecided and non-believers remained almost the same. Almost
three-thirds of the surveyed youth (71-74%) claimed to be believers, while
between 6 and 8 percent claimed to be strong believers. Between 13 and 16
percent of respondents were undecided. A mere 5-7% of subjects described
themselves as non-believers. As follows from an analysis of the last two of
the above-mentioned figures, in 2010, as compared with the 2008 research,
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the proportion of young people describing themselves as strong believers or
believers changed modestly, i.e. by 2 points. On the other hand, an increase
was recorded in the number of undecided respondents (by 3 points) and
non-believers (by 2 points) (,,Mtodziez 2010”, 2011, p.114).

The religiosity of young people is manifested by their participation in
religious practices. As the 2010 research suggests, people who participated
in religious practices regularly, more often than others — which seems
obvious — declared to be strong believers or believers (92%). Decidedly
less frequent were the declarations of undecided respondents (7%) and non-
believers (1%). It is worth stressing that nearly 50% of subjects who did not
participate in religious practices at all (47%) described themselves, to a
greater or lesser degree, as believers (,,Mtodziez 20107, 2011, p.115). It is
an important figure indicating that young people think that it is possible to
be a non-practicing believer. Such people typically do not maintain any
links with the local parish community, or they are loosely connected to it.
The fact that they do not take part in the community prayer or in religious
meetings is indicative of their individual approach towards religion, which
does not imply practical religious duties arising from their faith. Such
religiosity is usually private and it is based on one’s own individual needs,
while not taking into account the orders of church institutions.

As 2010 studies show, the factor which differentiates between
declarations made by students with regard to their faith or participation in
religious practices is their place of residence. An overwhelming majority of
young people (84%) from rural areas almost unanimously claim to be
strong believers or believers, and more than a half of them (54%) at least
once a week take part in religious practices. The share of pupils claiming to
be believers, to a lesser or greater extent, decreases as the size of the city in
which they reside increases. The lowest ratio of believers (58%) was noted
among young people living in big cities (with more than 500,000
residents). A similar trend can be seen in the case of religious practices. Of
all the respondents residing in the biggest cities, almost every fourth subject
(28%) at least once a week participates in a mass, service or religious
meeting, while 13% on average once or twice a month, 25% several times a
year and 34% of pupils do not take part in religious practices at all
(,,Mtodziez 20107, 2011, p.116).  The share of pupils from the biggest cities
who do not participate in religious practices shows a modest upward trend,
which is confirmed by 2003 (31%) and 2010 (27%) data (,,Mtodziez 2008,
2009, p.121).

The above figures indicate that young people living in rural areas are
more religious, according to their declarations, than their peers living in big
cities. In rural environments, which are usually small local communities,
young people are more attached to parish communities, in whose life they
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actively participate (school choirs, Oasis Movement, altar boys). The
pupils’ attitudes and behaviour are greatly affected by traditions passed
down by their families as well as social control, whose impact, however, is
decreasing even in rural communities. In big cities, parishes typically have
numerous congregations (ranging from a few to more than twenty thousand
believers), which fosters young people’s sense of anonymity. Many pupils
do not take part in the religious and social life of their parish, nor do they
feel any bonds with it, which results in a situation where these people’s
religious values undergo slow “erosion.” What is more, in urban
communities, the impact of the secularisation and the privatisation of
religion is becoming more and more evident.

Sociological research shows that young adolescents’ declarations
describing their faith and religious practices at the turn of the 21% century
were relatively stable. Modest decreases in the figures related to religious
practices, accompanied by a relatively stable level of declarations of faith,
do not have to be interpreted as changes resulting in the atheisation of
Polish society (,,Diagnoza Spoleczna 2013”, 2013). The processes of
secularisation and privatisation of religion do not necessarily indicate
young people’s departure from religion; instead they may show a change in
the nature and function of religion. The weakening of the Church’s
influence on the religious life of young people does not rule out the
possibility that in the future it will be perceived differently by young
people. Church institutions — especially at the parish level and given the
fact that they provide religious instruction in schools — continue to affect
the life of young people, maintaining and stimulating their religious
motivations. What is more, Polish families still fulfil their primary
educational and religious functions of socialisation (Marianski, 2010; p.40-
41; Marianski, 1988, p.359-360; Gorny, 2009, p.284).

MORAL NORMS IN YOUNG PEOPLE’S CONSCIOUSNESS

In Polish society, the acceptance of moral norms preached by the
Church is decreasing. A gradual division into religiosity and morality is
taking place, which implies the weakening of the rigorous nature of
traditional moral norms. Sociological studies show that moral permissivism
is gaining strength among Poles, alongside doubt in the existence of
unchangeable, stable and universal moral values. The gap between
religiosity and morality is visibly greater. The weakening of the relation
between religiosity and morality in Polish society is becoming evident,
especially with regard to marriage and family morality. Changes in the
level of acceptance of morality preached by the Church can be observed
particularly in young people’s circles. Many young Poles do not want the
Church to decide for them how they should live, but they regard themselves
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as sacred by claiming to be a source of their own morality (Marianski,
2011, p. 447-448, Marianski, 2003, p. 486-487). A clear minority of young
people surveyed in the period 1994-2009 claimed that for them religion
was the only source of morality (11.2% in 1994 and 12.9% in 2009). An
overwhelming majority was represented by youth who claimed that for
them religion was not the only source of morality (39.4% and 40.1%,
respectively) and, further, that they did not justify their morality with
religious values, but that they followed their own conscience instead
(40.3% and 37.6%, accordingly) (Marianski, 2011, p.460; Krolikowska,
2006, p.219-220).

Despite the weakening of the impact which religion has on morality,
changes in the acceptance of Catholic morality do not follow a stable trend,
but they are quite varied. Changes related to the growing disapproval of
church moral norms are revealed, for instance, by studies carried out by
CBOS on a nationwide representative sample of youth in their last year in
upper secondary schools. One of significant indices is, without a doubt, that
describing pupils’ attitudes towards sexual relationships. In 2008 research,
merely 16% of respondents agreed with the Catholic moral norm according
to which people should have their first sexual relationship only after they
get married, 63% was of the opposite opinion, while 21% remained
undecided (in 2003, the figures were, respectively: 15%, 69%, 16%; in
1998: 17%, 65%, 18%:; in 1996: 23%, 54%, 23%). The figures show that in
the period 1998-2008 young people’s attitudes towards sexual relationships
changed. Among the surveyed youth, acceptance of premarital sex clearly
prevailed (Marianski, 2012, p.87).

Changes in morality can also be seen in the results of research
carried out among Polish secondary school leavers in the period 1994-
2009. Test-retest reliability was checked in five Polish cities (Gdansk,
De¢blin, Kra$nik, Putawy, Szprotawa), where the tests were repeated in the
same schools and in the same classes. In 2009, almost two-thirds of
subjects (64.3%) claimed that sexual relationships during the period of
official courtship were acceptable. On the other hand, almost every sixth
respondent (17.5%) declared that their assessment depended on the
circumstances. Only every thirteenth subject (7.6%) agreed with the
Catholic Church’s teaching on sex life. The remaining group of
respondents did not express their opinion. In the period 1994-2005, in the
population covered by the survey, the ratio of young people who
disapproved of premarital sexual abstinence rose by 5.2%. Young people
are gradually abandoning the norms preached by the Catholic Church and
they cease to regard premarital abstinence as a virtue. On the other hand,
differing views were held by secondary school leavers as regards the
acceptance of adultery. In 2009, about three-fourths of respondents (75.9%)
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regarded adultery as a morally unacceptable conduct and expressed their
disapproval of it. Only almost every eighth subject (12.0%) saw adultery as
acceptable in certain circumstances, and only a small group approved of
unfaithfulness (3.5%). A great majority of surveyed Polish secondary
school leavers did not approve of adultery. In the period 1994-2009, the
share of opinions condemning adultery increased by 8.7% (Marianski,
2012, p.330-343). The next figure showing acceptance of church
morality is that showing secondary school leavers’ opinions about divorce.
As the 2009 research reveals, the opinions are quite diverse. Divorce is
regarded as something acceptable by at least 18.6% of subjects in different
cities; 49.8% say that “it depends” on the circumstances and the situation;
20.7% believe that it is unacceptable, while 7.0% of respondents have no
opinion about it. In the period 1994-2009, no visible differences in
secondary school leavers’ attitudes towards divorce were observed.
Another sign of Catholic morality is one’s attitude towards the use of
contraceptives. In 2009, more than 50% of secondary school leavers in the
cities included in the survey (58.7%) were in favour of contraceptives,
about one fourth (23%) said their opinion depended on the circumstances
and the situation, every fourteenth respondent disapproved of
contraceptives (7.2%), while 6.8% of subjects had no opinion about this
issue. In the period 1994-2009, there was a clear shift from subjects’
absolute approval of contraceptives (72.9%) to moderate approval (59.7%).
One can even talk about the slowing down of the processes of
secularisation with regard to the Church’s teaching on birth control. A
similar trend was observed in the case of acceptance of abortion. In the
period 1994-2009, the share of total approval of abortion decreased by
7.9%, of partial approval by 12.6%, of undecided respondents by 1.6%,
whereas the level of disapproval clearly rose by 19.0%. Test-retest
comparisons indicate that the degree of acceptance of selected Catholic
moral norms increased by 5.3%, which — according to Father Janusz
Marianski — may be interpreted as a slight slowing down of the processes
of secularisation among young people (Marianski, 2012, p.347-366).

A drop in the level of acceptance by young people concerns not only
church morality, but also the observance of the Ten Commandments. Three
surveys carried out by the Social Polling Centre ,,OPINIA” among young
people attending secondary schools or studying at institutions of higher
education showed a decrease in the approval of the Ten Commandments.
The highest rate was achieved in the case of the Fifth Commandment
“Thou shalt not kill” (in 1988 — 86%, in 1998 — 76% and in 2005 — 72%)).
In the period 1988-2005, the level of acceptance of all the commandments
decreased, particularly (by about 20%) with regard to: the Third
Commandment (Remember the Sabbath day, to keep it holy), the Sixth
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Commandment (Thou shalt not commit adultery) and the Seventh
Commandment (Thou shalt not steal). In 1988, the level of full acceptance
of all the commandments amounted to 62.5%, in 1998 — 51.5% and 1n 2005
— 46.8%. The figures can be explained by the gradual waning of moral
rigorousness among young people. Despite the decreased approval, the Ten
Commandments are still regarded as binding by the majority of young
people. According to the nationwide poll conducted by CBOS in 2005,
26% of the surveyed young people aged between 18 and 24 said “decidedly
yes,” 63% — “rather yes,” 6% — “rather not,” 1% — “decidedly not,” 4% —
“difficult to say.” Approval of the Ten Commandments by young people is
however weaker than in the case of adult Poles, in the case of whom the
figures were, respectively: 42%, 52%, 3%, 1% and 3% (Marianski, 2011,
p.191-192; Boguszewski, 2005; Boguszewski, 2009).

Sociological research confirms changes which are taking place in
young people’s consciousness and, at the same time, in their behaviour
assessed in terms of morality. Young Poles are subject to the processes or
relativisation, especially in the case of sexuality, which can be seen in the
clear weakening of the rigorousness related to premarital sex life. What is
more, the gap between morality and religiosity is widening. Therefore, one
can talk about a kind of double identity of young Poles: religious and
moral, which are partly related, but which, in many cases, are totally
separate. A majority of young people accept however universal moral
values stemming from the Ten Commandments (e.g. Thou shalt not kill,
Thou shalt not commit adultery, Thou shalt not steal, Thou shalt not bear
false witness against thy neighbour) (Marianski, 2012, p.90-91).

CONCLUSIONS

Taking into account many factors which affect young people’s
religiosity and morality at the turn of the 21* century, the direction of
related changes may not be unequivocally determined. On the one hand,
young people are subject to the processes of secularisation, social
modernisation and privatisation of religion, but on the other, they are also
exposed to the evangelisation of church institutions. What is more, their
socialisation is taking place in their families, which in Polish society still
remain the basic unit providing religious and moral education. It is most
probable that the religiosity and morality of young people will evolve in
multiple ways, since in Polish society slow processes of secularisation
clash with the influence of Churches and religious movements which affect
the collective consciousness of Poles. The creation of a modern and
pluralist society is accompanied by negative trends; however, a great
majority of young Poles keep their faith, while family, nation and the
Church are the pillars of the cultural and ethical role of Polish Catholicism.
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Changes which are taking place in Poland at the turn of the 21%
century, are a combined result of social processes based on
industrialisation, modernisation, technical progress and rationalisation in
Weber’s sense. Thus, we see factors which, according to the theories
advanced by well-known sociologists Max Weber (1995, 2004), Emil
Durkheim (2010), Peter Berger (2005) or Thomas Luckmann (2006) were
supposed to result in the secularisation of society and, consequently, in the
disappearance of religion. However, as sociological studies reveal, in the
case of Polish society these theories are not corroborated.

The aim of this paper is an attempt to synthesize research areas undertaken by
sociologists dealing with youth in Poland. In this paper we present the most common
and most frequently analyzed problems and issues to be tested categories of youth and
the environment. It will also address issues, problems and categories to be tested
relatively rare and those that do not appear at all. At the same time the aim of the paper
is more general reflection on the state of research of young people in Poland and on the
condition of Sociology of Youth.

The article deals with the view of youth of East Ukraine about state border. The
basis of article is empirical studies in 2009, 2013. Military conflict in the East made a
new look at the problem of Ukrainian-Russian border. It demonstrates, that ignoring the
border’s barrier function, is serious error. A subjectively barrier function, according to
the author, find itself in the «perception of bordery. It feeling makes people be sensitive
to the integrity of its territory, to isolation of its territory, risks associated with cross-
border location. It something like «feeling be on guardy». Young people, who grew up in
conditions of state independence, would be different in the vision of the border from the
older generation. Youth has to be confident, that state border is natural, necessary. In
spite of the fact that young people have grown for independence Ukraine, they copy the
views of the older generation on the border. The eastern border of Ukraine is not
perceived as a border with «strangersy. Youth of East Ukraine haven’t «perception of
bordery». At the state border is not distributing protective, insulating function. For

For the last 25 years in society there were considerable changes. Changes in
society were influenced by globalization and informatization. The Russian society
endured transformation of social fabric after 1990. For studying of modernization
potential of the Russian youth in article data of social research are analysed. Research
is conducted among student's youth of the Chuvash Republic in Russia from 1999 to
2011. The author marks out that researches testify to lack of split and differentiation of
consciousness of youth. However the consciousness mosaically also is paradoxical.
Research testifies to changes of mass consciousness of student's youth in the direction of
traditional values. Despite the declared innovative approach in state work with youth,
the traditional model of relationship of society and the state that does not promote
modernization prevails.

The article reviews the features of cooperation between Ukrainian and foreign
students in Ukrainian universities. In Ukrainian universities is increasing at number of
foreign students. It requires research not only the process of foreign students’
adaptation to the new socio-cultural environment, but also study the reaction of
Ukrainian students to the presence of foreigners. The Ukrainian students on a verbal
level show relatively high levels of tolerance. They are ready to presence in Ukrainian
universities foreign students. General emotional background for foreigners is
friendliness. Despite this, there are different attitudes to members of different ethnic
groups. Ethnic distance determined civilizational closeness of culture. Loyal of all
students attitudes are to immigrants from Slavic and European countries. The most
residents are distanced from the Middle and Near East, Africa and Asia. Actual
contacts between Ukrainian and foreign students are no intensive. Neither study in
single academic group no accommodation in a single hostel produces their
convergence. Convergence promotes informal free time practices.
