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Transcarpatian and Chernivtsi districts causes their differences among other districts,
because they are the most multinational in Ukraine, which determines their characteristic
features in politics, migratory and economic activity, educational strategies, and in many
other aspects of everyday life. Results of research conducted among village school graduates
of national minorities of Transcarpatia and Chernivtsi districts border regions are presented
in the article.

Results of the research indicate that Bucovynian and Transcarpatian school graduates
differ greatly; first, level of frankness and openness to communication with other ethnos is
much higher among Romanian-speaking school graduates from Chernivtsi district; secondly,
immigration orientations of Hungarian national school graduates is much higher (40% as
opposed to 14% among Romanian national school graduates), most of them do not connect
their future lives with Ukraine; thirdly, Hungarian school graduates use services of tutors
much more often that Romanian-speaking school graduates which indicates to their higher
material level, and also to higher readiness to receive higher education.

In the places of national minorities compact residence study of the Ukrainian
language and History of Ukraine at national schools isn’t held at the appropriate level which
limits possibilities for young people’s socialization, their professional realization and career
growth, and can, in its turn, cause either emigration growth among this national community,
or increase isolation of the group from social and political processes in the country, which
can prospectively lead to emergence of disintegration processes.

The article is dedicated to the current state of the Ukrainian higher education and its
influence on migration intention of Ukrainian youth. Author offers a scheme of formation of
students’ migration intention, which is based on the push-pull factors theory.

Number of Ukrainian higher education problems is described in assessments of young
Ukrainians, which have experience of education abroad. The assessments are taken from the
analysis of interviews from the author’s research. Young Ukrainians are concerned about the
overtheoretical direction of material, outdated curriculum, problem with The Bologna
process realization, bureaucracy and unmotivated professors. Such drawbacks influence on
migration intention as push factor for Ukrainian youth to educational migration as they fill
the need to get more qualitative education.

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EMOTIONAL CONDITION OF JUNIOR HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS —
SELECTED AREAS

The main goal of the study is to diagnose selected dimensions of mental health of junior
high school students. The empirical base used in the analyses is the results of an auditing
study conducted in 2017 among 491 junior high school students in western Poland. The
authors attempt to ascertain the extent to which young people experience symptoms of
depression, how do young people cope with stress and everyday problems and where they
seek help. It is important to assume that mental problems diagnosed during adolescence can
transform into serious problems with functioning in an adult world. This is due to the way the
disease is defined as a condition that hinders the achievement of social roles (according to
Talcott Parsons' theory of health and disease).

Emotional and mental conditions, which include behavioral and mental
problems e.g. depression, anxiety disorders, and disruptive behavioral disorders
(such as attention deficit hyperactivity disorder, mood disturbances, substance
use, suicidal behavior or aggressive behavior) are the leading causes of
adjustment problems in adolescents and young people worldwide. The
considerations developed in this paper are based on assumptions adopted by
Talcott Parsons (1964, see: Domaradzki 2013) regarding the sociological
definition of health and disease. According to this definition, health is treated as
a sine qua non condition of efficient and effective participation of the individual
in social life and their ability to perform social roles. Health disorders are
simultaneously treated as "harmful dysfunctions”. Health has a significant
impact on the ability to fulfill the social roles assigned to the individual. Lack of
health significantly limits the functioning of individuals in society. The issue of
mental health and indirectly defined an emotional condition plays an important
role as well (Adalf, Pagil 2001). The concept of mental health is not clearly
defined (Dabrowski 1985, Dabrowski 1979). It is commonly understood as the
absence of mental illness and disorders, it can also mean even a state of mental
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balance, the ability to perform social roles, adaptability or the ability to function
efficiently in society. It is impossible to fully use each of these approaches in
analyzing the mental state of societies. In our study, mental health is defined in
terms of self-assessment and internalization. Internalization problems include
internal problems, emotional problems, mainly depressive disorders, but also a
sense of self-worth, experienced stress and other similar problems. This is a
category of opposition to external problems, which are primarily risky
behaviors, eg. related to aggression, violence, explicit violations of social norms,
criminal behavior or abuse of psychoactive substances. Considering youth,
health (especially mental health) is the capital that allows them to realize the
intellectual and emotional potential of a human being and to find and play their
roles in social life, in the family, at school and at work.

Mental illness is a high source of disease burden across the globe. Mental
illness is now understood as largely developmental, with its genesis at least in
part in adverse childhood experiences. Mental health and wellbeing is shaped by
a complex factors, including genetics, family and peer relationships,
psychological and physiological functioning, lifestyle, occupation/education,
physical environment, socioeconomic status, cultural factors, and the historical
and political context. The interplay of these factors (positive and negative) can
be complex, but is well established that the accumulation of risks and adversities
over childhood and adolescence increases the risk of poor mental health and
developing a mental illness. Mental health has a great importance both in the
individual perspective and in whole societies. According to the WHO,
depression is ranked high, fourth place among health problems in the world.
About 10% of society suffer from it, regardless of age, sex or other social
conditions. Despite many complex attempts to determine the nature of
depression, it is still a multidimensional disease. The basic category to which the
definitions of depression refer are mood disorders. Analyzing the elements
related to the mental health of children and adolescents, the question arises -
whether the symptoms associated with lowering mood are the result of ordinary
sadness associated with experiencing successes and failures, or allow to talk
about the occurrence of depression. However, as numerous studies indicate, the
"epidemiological assessment of depressiveness among young people causes
difficulties resulting from the lack of unambiguous diagnostic criteria".
(Trempata 2017, p. 267). A popular term in relation to the symptoms of
depression among adolescents is the concept of depressive masks. Among them
we can distinginguish somatic masks, school phobias, aversion to activity or
provocative behaviors.

The literature on the subject emphasizes that teenagers have emotional
variability (which is mainly caused by hormonal changes) (Trempata 2017, p.
266). It seems that apart from the importance of biological changes, the
emotional condition of teenagers is also affected by changes in self-image, self-
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esteem, low popularity among peers (which today is much more important due
to the functioning of two worlds: real and in the world of social networking),
school failures or problems in the family environment. The main aim of the
study is to diagnose the mental and emotional condition of junior high school
students.

Our attention is devoted to junior high school students. The period of
puberty is considered a time of good health, but problems unresolved at this
stage of life may generate serious consequences in adulthood and may influence
to parameters of the health condition of the society in the future (Liberska 1993,
Wojciechowska 2003). We also assume that the transition period translates into
not very good assessment of the young people's own well-being, especially in
those aspects that are related to mental or emotional condition. The ability to
deal with your emotions and find yourself in difficult situations has a more
significant impact on everyday functioning than mental abilities and intelligence
quotient. Hence the concentration of our attention on the mechanisms of coping
with stress and emotions.

Methodology

Bearing in mind that the majority of mental health disorders are the result
of adolescence-related processes, the population in the study consists of junior
high school students of second grades. The decision about the choice of people
aged 14-15 was also dictated by the specificity of education at the lower
secondary school level - these are people in the moment of education stability.
They are not affected by the transition situation related to the change of school.
In addition, these are people who have no major problems with completing the
survey.The test sample was purposeful - several schools from the Lubuskie
Province and several from Greater Poland were selected so as to be able to
capture the diversity resulting from the school's location - other voivodships, in
addition - a large city / poviat town / village which may be a significant variable
for the conducted analyzes.

Surveys were conducted in March 2017 in junior high schools with the
consent of the management of these schools. The auditorium research was
carried out with all procedures ensuring anonymity of the responses of students,
entire classes and schools. 491 students of the second grades of junior high
school took part in the study.

Wellbeing of junior high school students

Emotional wellbeing is not the absence of emotions, but it is your ability to
understand the value of your emotions and use them to move life forward in
positive directions. Everyday emotional wellbeing also involves identifying,
building upon, and operating from your strengths rather than focusing on fixing
problems or weaknesses. The better you are able to master your emotions, the
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greater your capacity to enjoy life, cope with stress, and focus on important
personal priorities.

Mood disorders and discomfort are treated in the European Union as basic
indicators of mental health disorders. In the study, 8.2% of junior high school
students assess their frame of mind in the last month as bad or very bad, while
64.2% of people rate them as good and very good.

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In their declarations, girls more often than boys emphasize a worse mood.
We can try to explain this with the biological consequences of adolescence and
the greater level of emotional response to reality among girls.

Depression symptoms

Depression is a condition characterized mainly by a deterioration of mood,
a decrease in energy, activity and interests. Depression is diagnosed on the basis
of symptoms of a different nature and severity, but also the sheer number of
these symptoms can also be differentiated. In the last few years, the incidence of
children and adolescents to depression has increased, and the age of the
appearance of the first depressive episode is decreasing. At the age of 18, up to
20% of people have had at least one depressive episode. Polish analyzes, where
depression was defined as a set of symptoms, indicate that during childhood,
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symptoms of depression are more common in boys, and from puberty in girls
(Kotodziejek 2008).

Using the slightly modified ISC-D scale, it can be assumed that among the
examined middle school students the problem of depressive symptoms is
characteristic for about 15% of people.

Symptoms considered to be depressive in the study more often than others
were sleep problems, problems with concentration and lack of a sense of being
distracted by energy.

In each case, girls declared at least twice as frequently, depicting
tendencies diagnosed in studies in other populations.

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Dealing with the problems

The age of adolescence is a difficult period for both young people and their
parents. Growing up is the last stage in the process of intensive human
development, accumulating in itself a multitude of worries and daily problems,
including problems of relations with the others. One of the factors that may
affect the emotional condition of junior high school students is their relationship
with the environment and the ability to deal with problems in this field. The
reasons for stress and strong nervousness should be considered in relation to the
areas of life in which young people are functioning most often. The life of junior
high school students takes place mainly in the family, school and in their free
time, carried out alone or in the company of their peers. Hence, the study
includes three types of problems - with peers, school and home problems. The
majority of gymnasium students admit that they are able to deal with each of
these problems alone (without any professional help). The lowest percentage of
indications concerned home (family) problems.

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Junior high school students asked about who they would contact for help
with these problems indicate in the situation of peer problems - siblings, parents
and colleagues. Parents would be more likely to ask for help from girls (43%:
31%), boys to the colleagues (24%: 16%). In the situation of school problems
they indicate parents, school staff (teacher, psychologist, pedagogue) and
colleagues. Girls would ask for help more often to colleagues and school
representatives. Boys more often declare the lack of such problems. In a
situation of problems at home junior high school students would look for help
from parents, siblings and a psychologist.

The indications illustrate slight differences with the strategies of dealing
with problems undertaken by representatives of both sexes. Girls more often
declare reaching for the help of the immediate environment - parents, siblings
and camaraderie. Boys more often point to institutional entities related to the
school. Boys also more often admit not to seek help in case of problems.

Dealing with stress

Teen stress is an important, yet often overlooked, health issue. The teen
years are marked by rapid changes. Most teens face stress from puberty,
changing relationships with peers, new demands of school, safety issues in their
neighborhoods, and responsibilities to their families. The way in which teens
cope with this stress can have significant short- and long-term consequences on
their physical and emotional health. Difficulties in handling stress can lead to
mental health problems, such as depression. Not surprisingly, stress has been
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linked with lower overall productivity and tends to contribute to poor
educational or work performance, risk of accident and injury, and low
socioeconomic status (Swaen, and others, 2004). Stress can affect social
relationships, such as by disrupting the social environment and social
interactions in ways that, in turn, can create vulnerability to further
psychological and physiological distress, or can exacerbate the effects of the
existing stress (Joiner, 2000).

Dealing with stress is an important skill that allows youth to reduce the
level of nervousness. Biological reaction to stress by discharging through
aggression or withdrawal (which is characteristic of adolescents) is not a good
and socially desirable solution (Cohen, Kamarck, Mermelstein 1983). For this
reason, one of the elements of the study is the diagnosis of mechanisms of
coping with stress, that is, determining which junior high school students apply
methods of dealing with it. Resistance to stress is an important determinant of
creating social activity in the future, because it is one of the determinants of a
sense of security.

Among the many possibilities of coping with the situation of strong
nervousness, junior high school students surveyed usually indicate activities
carried out in a peer and peer circle - they meet with friends to drown out the
problem; they meet with friends to talk about these problems and take care of
their hobby.

It is normal for youth to experience various types of emotional distress as
they develop and mature. It is common for children to experience anxiety about
school, or youth to experience short periods of depression that are transient in
nature. But persisting problems should be alarming and treated as signal for
help. Emotional problems during adolescence and young adulthood can have a
significantly negative impact on the development of safe and healthy
relationships with peers, parents, teachers, and romantic partners. Many mental-
health conditions negatively affect youths’ ability to successfully form
supportive and healthy relationships and manage conflict in relationships, which
is particularly disconcerting given that adolescence is a critical time for identity
formation and taking on roles, especially with peers. Disruptions in the ability to
form and sustain interpersonal relationships can have lasting impacts on youths’
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social and emotional functioning. Emotional problems increase the likelihood of
poverty, limit employment opportunities severely, and impact work performance
negatively (Kessler and Frank, 1997).

The period of puberty generates sometimes a significant, qualitative change
in the life of a young person, also in his/hers relations with the closest
surroundings. Adolescence is the time when a teenager experiences many new
situations related to m.in. with biological maturation, making responsible
decisions, perceiving various problems, general loss of carefree feelings, lack of
satisfying certain needs or opposition to some rules. This is a difficult time,
generating difficult situations. According to M. Tyszkowa, it is possible to talk
about a difficult situation when the relationship between a person and the
environment is characterized by an imbalance between tasks and the activity and
living conditions as well as the characteristics of the person. It seems, however,
that the period of adolescence is defined by difficult situations. This increased
time of biological, mental and social maturation, the identity of the individual
begins to crystallize in adolescence. This rapidity of many processes may,
however, under favorable circumstances, cause dominance of negative
emotions. According to the researchers (Trempata 2017), if the need for
loneliness is a teenager's definition of need, the sense of loneliness can lead to
adaptation problems, difficulties at school, risky and even self-destructive
behavior.

The results of the conducted research allow us to formulate the conclusion
that despite a good assessment of their health and well-being by adolescents,
they exhibit many peri-depressive symptoms and try to solve their problems
themselves instead of using specialists' help. In addition, these results confirm
the trends present in nationwide projects - to a much greater degree, emotional
problems affect girls. The results of the presented study should be treated as a
voice in the discussion, or a signal in the assessment of the mental condition of
this age category, which was subject to examination. Certainly, they do not
exhaust the wide spectrum of teenagers' research possibilities and do not entitle
them to generalizations. The consequence of the deterioration of teenagers'
mental condition may be problems at school, dangerous and deviant behaviors
and making decisions that may affect future life. The ultimate, tragic
consequence can also be escape from home or suicide. That is why it is worth to
carry out this type of research, monitoring the self-esteem of young people's
own condition, so as to implement preventive actions in the most optimal way
possible.

The article presents the results of a research study of the potential application of the
method proposed by S. Feldman to measure key beliefs - ideological ideas that structure the
views of the population in the field of economics. The focus of the study was the young urban
population of Ukraine who are the driving force of social transformation. The attitude of this
group of people to the three basic beliefs of the economic sphere: belief in equality, support of
economic individualism and support of the system of free enterprise were explored. Testing of
the measuring characteristics of S. Feldman's method in the Ukrainian sample showed weak
reproducibility of the factor structure, which led to the forced reduction of the number of
items in each of the measuring scales. The search for links between youth ideological
representations of the economic sphere and other socio-demographic characteristics and
other views of this group showed a slight influence of the studied ideas on the structuring of
views.

The necessity of purposeful and systematic development of the sociological conception
of giftedness is substantiated. It is proved that it is sociological conceptualization that should
serve as the basis for modeling the development process of giftedness, developing the
theoretical foundations and educational practices of creatively gifted children. The essential
characteristics of giftedness as integral qualities of an individual are determined, which can
potentially ensure success in activities in various spheres, effective interaction of gifted
people in social groups. The concept of giftedness is systematized, which takes into account
the influence of various factors (genotypic, environmental, socio-cultural, etc.), which allows
to give a functional definition and develop methods of diagnosis of giftedness. Social aspects
of giftedness are distinguished. The necessity of formation of gifted children's and
adolescents' social competencies is substantiated. The main vectors of the disclosure of the
potential of the process of formation of giftedness are highlighted. It is proved that the

provision in the scientific support of work with gifted children is proved, within the
framework of which monitoring sociological researches of problems of life of educational
institutions for gifted children and adolescents, as well as internal and external, objective and
subjective determinants of actualization and realization of the phenomenon of giftedness of
this category of student should be envisaged. The results of the study of social competences of
gifted high school students of elite gymnasiums are interpreted in comparison with the
characteristics of graduates of other secondary schools of Kharkiv region.
