The article covers the use of alcohol and other psychoactive substances (APS) in the
youth environment (on the example of schoolchildren in the cities of Lviv and Drohobych and
Drogobych district - pupils of the ninth grade). The authors analyze the current state of the
use of psychoactive substances by adolescents and youth in Ukraine and the regional features
of the risks of the youth lifestyle. As a result, it has been demonstrated that according to the
ESPAD methodology, stabilization and a slight decrease in alcohol, tobacco and drug use
among Ukrainian youth are noted. The regional difference in East-West studies in Ukraine
can be considered to be a significantly lower number of attempts to use drugs among
schoolchildren in the western region of Ukraine. It was reveal that the most important factors
of influencing the use of APS are the closest social environment: other young people
(communities, companies), parents; lack of employment; inability to control oneself; the
desire to become one of those who are using APS.

The article presents the results of sociological research conducted among 9-th grade
students of Lviv region. In particular, the daily classes devoted to their free time 15-year-old
schoolchildren devote their free time to : homework, reading books for pleasure, physical
activity, participation in various circles, etc.; the place and influence of the Internet is
determined in the structure of leisure time of youth, as well as gambling, including virtual and
its influence on the psychological state of youth; risky practices, which most often appea in
connection with unstructured youth activities in their free time are analyzed.

The results of the sociological survey show that individual forms of youth leisure time
prevail over the group. Leisure activities are also dominated by unorganized forms of extra-
curricular activities over organized ones.

Among daily activities surfing the Internet is one of the most popular activities for in
schoolchildren at home. Among the structured occupations boys preter physical activity, both
individual and group, and in girls preter attending various circles.

Students spend much less time studing and reading books than surfing the Internet,
causing anxiety, as students' participation in education is one of the importent factors
protecting young people from risky behavior.

The article is devoted to highlight the results of a sociological study of the attitude of
the two different generations of Ukrainian citizens to the policy of decommunization, laws
relating to the heritage of the totalitarian past, namely: the Law "About the Conviction of the
Communist and National-Socialist (Nazi) Totalitarian Regimes in Ukraine and the
Prohibition of the Promotion of Their Symbols", the Draft Law on amendments to some
legislative acts of Ukraine (regarding the criminal liability for the Holodomor's denial), a
package of Laws on decommunization.

The analysis has shown the presence of the respondents’ prevailing position,
particularly the single interpretation of the Holodomor as the holocaust of the Ukrainian
nation. However, as the results of mass surveys show, about a third of all respondents do not
consider it relevant to them for the policy of decommunization, in particular, legislative acts
that have been provided. However, it should be noted that the younger generation more than
those born in the USSR, supports these projects. Respondents’ explanation about its content

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was different: as the extermination of the Ukrainian people, and as a way to calm the
Ukrainians resisting the authorities.

The survey showed that respondents born in the USSR were more aware of the history of
their families and the Holodomor phenomenon than young people. Those who have shown a
more negative attitude to the mentioned legal documents perceive them as a manifestation of
attacks on freedom of speech and the weakening of democracy in general.

The respondents interpret the turning point occurred in Ukrainian society in 1991
mostly as a political coup, which has led to a change in the Soviet authoritarian-totalitarian
regime for the establishment of a democratic independent state.

Consequently, the younger generation has a well-formed view of the events of the past,
which does not fundamentally differ from the estimates provided by generations born in the
USSR. However, the attitude of young people to legal acts regulating criminal responsibility
is less confident and, at the same time, more positive (in support of laws) than the attitude of
older generation, which shows some leniency to the issue of punishment.

The main idea of our article is to justify the need to revise the methodological provision
of the process of educating patriotically minded youth, taking into account the disclosure of
much of the dimensionality and contradictory nature of the phenomenon of patriotism in the
new conditions of social interactions. It is emphasized the importance of taking into account
the emotional and rational component in the perception and assimilation of the motivating
characteristics of patriotism as a special value, ideological construct, and an element of
political rhetoric. A certain unifying and mobilizing potential for the national community and
its young generation may be a model of civil patriotism (“constitutional patriotism™” in the
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terminology of Y. Habermas). The article is based on the empirical data of sociological study
which was conducted by the author with representatives of Ukrainian youth (October 2017 -
January 2018) within the framework of the international research project "One Million
Voices - 2" and the grant project of the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine:
"Improving the ways of human capital development as an increasing factor of mobilization
potential of Ukraine™. Through the concept of patriotism, the youth reflects existing political
regime in the country and expresses the relation to the way of organizing political and socio-
economic life in terms of the effectiveness of its functioning in the interests of the majority of
population.

Maria, 18, Kropivnitsky. Our youth cannot distinguish between the concept of
patriotism, fanaticism and lunacy. There are those who put on coats of arms, flags, wreaths
and scream but do nothing. They use elements of national clothes, even without knowing that
they don’t wear it correctly.

Roman, 20, Kropivnitsky. Youth became more interested in the situation in the country.
The Maidan slightly overturned the nation's consciousness and made it clear that we could do
something. Of course, all this has led to sad consequences, but has made us believe in
ourselves. We see men who went to the war themselves, and had previously tried to escape
from calling up for military service.

Katya, 19, Kyiv. There is a large share of populism, which is based on stereotypes.
Politics appeals to the patriotic feelings of people, but does not do anything about it.

Masha, 17, Kyiv. | was in hospital several times and saw that people who had
previously been burning with a desire to protect the country were disappointed. They did not
have even elementary personal things.

Sergii, 17, Boyarka. Today there is such a phenomenon, how would you say, that is
often encountered, such as extreme patriotism, and it slowly grows into either nationalism, or,
God forbid, into Nazism. | mean, often people, without noticing that they have other motives,
when glorifying their country, they simply say to another country that, our country is good. So
good that your country is bad and you are bad.

Nikita, 17, Boyarka. | believe that patriotism begins in the human brain. That means
that many people now want to run away abroad because there is a better life, education is
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better, and so on. And, many of them are too lazy to change something in their own country,
to help their people somehow, and their nation as well.Sergii, 17, Boyarka. It's important to
see the edge of patriotism with the nationalism, Nazism, and not overstep it, and not be a
patriot of your country, but at the same time hate another country or their people.

Dmytro, 17, Boyarka. In my opinion, true patriotism is that every day | love to invest in
my work. | am now sitting in my workplace, I'm creating something, and | know that my
work will be beneficial. And, really, I like what | do and | like to change things, such as some
of the negative aspects in the city where I live.

Sergii, 17, Booyarka. Patriotism - it is not aggressive in itself.

Nikita 17, Boyarka. Well, really, this is a direct imposition of patriotism, national
ideology, and, well, that's not good.

Nikita, 17, Boyarka. It is propaganda, on the one hand, but on the other, if we do not
deal with it, then people will glorify some other state, they will not feel like a single whole,
and they will just collapse. And, indeed, it is necessary somehow to revive our consciousness,
and to revive our history, but in a reasonable way, so that we do not dare to throw mud on
other countries. But, at the same time, it is necessary to understand our pride.

Dmytro, 17, Boyarka. Patriotism does not mean love for the state. Patriotism means
love for the people.

Dmytro, 17, Boyarka. | mean that the person himself must realize the fact that he
belongs to a certain nation and he will be a patriot of one state or another. This should not be
directed from above, as a rigid demand. Because that is a crime, it's a dictatorship. If we are
talking about democracy, then this will not be easy.

Diana, 19, Lviv. As for me, our generation is simply responsible for this inaction, which
was carried out by the generations of our parents and modern politicians, they were simply
idle, they absolutely did nothing to make this country somehow live normally and,
consequently, our generation has to get and change it.

Olesya, 18, Lviv. These three years, when we were very patriotically minded when
there was Maidan. We all wept, prayed, hoped that would be better. Just because it's
fashionable. And perhaps, when patriotism grows up in the mainstream, it is not good for the
state. Patriotism is when you understand what you can offer your state what you can be
useful. It's not something that you will go abroad, it's something that you can get foreign
experience, but use it here. Because going to the place where everything is ready - it's not
even interesting. Did you come and what? And here is a creative space where you can
influence something and improve something.

Rostyslav, 19, Lviv. We see those Ukrainians who want to change something, but they
can not. The borders are now open and it's easier for them to go from here and they work
great in those countries. The problem is that we are ready to adapt there, but are not ready to
build here.

Alina, 19, Kremenchuk. If we had patriotic people in our country and the government as
well, there would never have been this war, a fratricidal war, which is simply meaningless.

Solomia, 18, Lutsk. I don’t really like when some person says that he is a patriot and
does nothing for his country. Those politicians who say that they are military but have visited
the antiterrorist operation zone for some three days.

Vladislav, 20, Lutsk. Army in Ukraine gives us nothing. Now people go to the army, if
they have no future and work. Why do | have to give one and a half a year to people who
themselves have brought the country to such a state?

Anastasiia, 20, Kyiv. It is a love to native shore and some national characteristics. There
is no concept of hatred or denial of other peoples. It is just love to your own nation.
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Nina, 19, Kyiv. Are our young people patriotic? | would say that no, because now it is
more like a show than patriotism. Dmitriy, 18, Kyiv. It is very important to divide patriotism
and nationalism.Daniil, 20, Kyiv. Nowadays, patriotism is used more as political mechanism.
