The article investigates the type of the political culture of Ukrainian youth. The article analyzes
theoretical foundations of political culture as a sociocultural phenomenon. One of the means of
comprehensive knowledge of the value models of political cultures is its typology. The specificity of the
combination of pure types of political culture and the formation of mixed forms is highlighted. The
attention is focused on the characteristic of the activist type, without the developed features of which it is
impossible to form the so-called civic culture. The necessity of a new approach in determining the role of
youth in political processes and the formation of a new type of political culture are substantiated. It is
determined that active and responsible citizens can be brought up only in the conditions of democracy
The author shows that young generation, that grew up during independence, through the practice of
participation in Maidan, demonstrates features of a new type of political culture. On the basis of
empirical data the level of attitude of youth towards politics has been demonstrated and the prospects for
the development of democracy and the formation of an activist type of political culture have been
outlined.

The problem of suicide in adolescence is highlighted. The statistics on suicides among minors
according to the data of the State Statistics Service of Ukraine during 2001-2016 are presented. Modern
scientific researches of Ukrainian scientists in the field of psychology on the identified problem are
outlined. The author considers the concept of parasuicide as a scream for help, which is not aimed at
completing life's journey, as well as suicide is regarded as a disease of a psychological nature, the
primary source of which should be sought in childhood.

The target selection of adolescent respondents is substantiated. These are changes in behavior,
thinking, perception, communication style, trust in adults, changes in values and value orientations,
perceptions of crisis moments of life, etc. At the same time, there are more reasons for suicidal tendencies
among student youth, in particular, these are virtual games, suicidal communities such as «Sea of
Whales», «Blue Whale», «Quiet House» and other groups.

A psychodiagnostic toolkit was chosen to conduct a study on suicidal tendencies among student
youth. In particular, the Thematic Apperception Test (TAT), the test for the detection of suicidal risk SR-
45, the methods of color-associative experiment by O. M. Atkind and the methods of determining
predisposition to suicidal behavior by M. Horska were used. The study was conducted among two
samples of 6th and 10th grade students of secondary school in Lviv. The first sample consisted of boys
and girls aged 11-12 years in the amount of 30 respondents. The second sample consisted of guys and
girls aged 15-16 in the amount of 30 respondents. The results of psychological research are presented in
the form of tables, figures and described in detail.

The statistics of authoritative sources in Germany indicate that 1/3 of children and pupil ’s youth
comes from migrant families. It is a challenge for educational institutions to develop optimal adaptive
programs for those pupils to enter a new social and educational environment. In the education system of
Bavaria the particular importance is given to supporting of pupil s youth with a migratory history. The
right to receive a free secondary education is guaranteed for them at the state educational institutions
level.
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The article describes real practices of implementing programs for the adaptation of pupil’s youth
from migrant families into Bavarian educational environment. There are presented general approaches
to understanding the migration concept. Adaptation of adolescent children from migrant families to the
educational environment is a process that includes organizational, legal, political, cultural and
psychological components. The article indicates factors that influence on friendly relations of migrant
families and urban populations.

There are presented: statistics on the availability at schools of pupil s youth of migrant families
according to the data of the State Bavarian Office 2010-2017; structural and substantive aspects of
educational adaptation programs for migrant pupils in Bavarian comprehensive schools. Also description
of the key program "Plus", that coordinates an educational process and includes the curricula of all
secondary schools, online versions of educational materials, tasks for subjects, accumulated news in the
educational field. The adaptive potential of educational programs for migrant adolescence children is
revealed throw: culture, language learning, inclusion, digital teaching methods; mathematics, computer,
science and technology support.

In the article analyzes the theoretical and practical foundations of recognition of non-formal and
informal education in Poland. The leading aspects of the procedure for recognition and certification of
youth non-formal and informal education were identified. The requirements for the procedure for
recognition of non-formal and informal education were outlined. The procedure for certification of
competencies in Poland, acquired non-formally and informally, was studied. In Poland, there are various
initiatives and projects that offer additional or alternative ways to validate competencies. On the basis of
the analysis of scientific-pedagogical and normative literature, the conditions for ensuring the
effectiveness of the procedure for checking the competences of young people, as a result of non-formal
and informal learning, were determined.

Research interest has been attracted by two aspects that are relevant in the modern research field
of social scientists. On the one hand - autobiographical texts as examples of individual discourse, and on
the other - the discourse of trauma. Traditional since the conceptualization of the concept of trauma
Stompka is the study of social processes / events as trauma. However, in today's information society,
trauma needs to be studied in the discourses that are constructed about it. Therefore, the article presents
an empirical content-analytical study of the injuries represented in the autobiographical texts of students
of the Taras Shevchenko National University of Kyiv. 141 autobiographical texts for 1991/2004/2014
were analyzed as such years in which significant (a priori traumatic) events took place in Ukraine. A
number of research hypotheses were confirmed / refuted in the study. In particular, in the texts of 1991
and 2014, the most frequent mentions of the key event-trauma of those years - the collapse of the USSR
and the Revolution of Dignity. However, the 2004 Orange Revolution is not mentioned at all. In general,
the discourse on trauma is very much determined by the specifics of the text and the request given by the
narrator.

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FEATURES OF CHILDREN’S RIGHTS AND BEST INTERESTS
PROTECTION IN INSTITUTIONAL CARE AND UPBRINGING
INSTITUTIONS DURING THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC. REGIONAL
ASPECT

The article highlights the main issues of protection of the rights and best interests of
children in institutions of institutional care and education and social support of families
with children, which arose during the implementation of quarantine measures caused by
the consequences of acute respiratory disease COVID-19 caused by SARS-CoV-2
coronavirus in Ukraine and in particular, in the Lviv region. The list of main issues
covered in the article is as follows: currently imperfect legal framework for regulating the
provision of social services and institutional protection to children, orphans, children
deprived of parental care, children with disabilities, children with special educational
needs, children and families with children who are in difficult life circumstances; lack of a
unified approach to the management of institutional care and upbringing of children in
Ukraine during quarantine activities; lack of a coordinated model of public interaction
with public authorities and local governments in the organization and implementation of
measures to combat the consequences of acute respiratory disease COVID-19 in the field
of protection of children's rights; lack of public control over the system of institutional
care and upbringing of children.

Key words: COVID-19, social policy, children, social services, Ukraina.

INTRODUCTION
The modern system of institutional care and upbringing of children began
to take shape in the USSR, in particular in the USSR after the Second World
War, and this was caused by the large number of orphaned children. In the
state of its formation, the above system satisfied the basic needs of the then
society and fully implemented the educational and social policy of the post-
war state. The placement of children who needed state custody in appropriate
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institutions became the only alternative to their neglect due to the difficult
financial situation of the population in the post-war period. The established
system of institutions of institutional care and upbringing of children in the
USSR became an effective paradigm in the conditions of economic crisis and
formation of the state policy of the Soviet regime. In 1991, this institutional
system automatically passed as a legacy to ensure the protection of children
in the context of the then educational and social environment of independent
Ukraine.

As of now, the challenges posed by the spread of acute respiratory illness
COVID-19 in Ukraine to public administration in the field of protection of
children’s rights and social protection have revealed the inability of this
management system to organize appropriate protection, both in institutional
care and control over children in families in difficult life circumstances.

Problems of development of mechanisms of public administration in the
social sphere, in particular, and protection of children are the subject of
numerous researches. The works of the following scientists deserve special
attention: O. Volska, V. Hryhorovych, K. Dubych, N. Zelinska, D.
Karamishev, N. Karpeko, O. Kotsovska, L. Kryvachuk, O. Krestovska, M.
Melnyk, M. Muzyka, Z. Nadyuk, M. Panchenko, L. Parashchenko, O.
Temchenko, I. Furtak, V. Shevchenko, V. Shevtsov, J. Bordian, M. Obikhod
and others. However, today in the scientific literature there are no studies of
modern problems of public administration in the field of social protection
and institutional care and education of children in Ukraine during the spread
of acute respiratory disease COVID-19 in Ukraine.

The purpose of the article is to implement conceptual approaches to the
development of effective mechanisms in the field of public administration of
children’s rights during anti-epidemic measures.

Regulatory and institutional aspects of public administration in the field of
protection of children's rights during the COVID-19 pandemic

At the present stage, Ukraine is in a difficult crisis. There are the military
aggression of the Russian Federation in the East of our state, the growth of
social tensions in society, the sharp deterioration of the country's economic
situation and the decline in living standards.

The unrest caused by the COVID-19 pandemic and related measures have
a particular impact not only on children and families with children, but also
on society as a whole. The existing institutional facilities and the family
environment, which is in difficult life circumstances, are fully affected by the
measures taken in the country to prevent the spread and control of COVID-
19.

Families with children are vulnerable to restrictions on the movement and
use of public transport (mobility), which leads to a decrease in family income
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and job losses, school closures, loss of access to social services, and social
isolation. It is clear that under conditions of increased stress, the probability
of domestic violence increases, as well as the number of family conflicts and
social riots. In the future, the number of children at risk of removal from the
family and children in institutional care can be expected to increase, both
during the crisis itself, when quarantine measures can lead to the separation
of children from their families, and as a result of long-term the impact of the
socio-economic crisis provoked by COVID-19. First of all, such a negative
impact will be felt by families who are in difficult life circumstances in their
ability to take care of children with dignity.

At the beginning of the introduction of quarantine measures in March
2020, the resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine dated 16.03.2020
Ne 215 “On prevention of the spread of acute respiratory disease COVID-19
caused by coronavirus SARS-CoV-2” (with changes and additions) provided
a list of basic measures and quarantine restrictions that did not affect the
protection of the rights and best interests of children and families with
children in difficult life circumstances [Resolution of the Cabinet of
Ministers of Ukraine, 2020]. Thus, the issue of social assistance to families to
which more than 42,000 children from institutional care facilities were
returned due quarantine throughout Ukraine was not clearly regulated by the
state [UNICEF-Ukraine Office, 2020]. However, it should be noted that the
spheres of social protection, education, medical care and protection of the
rights and best interests of children did not have a clearly defined algorithm
of actions in case of comprehensive quarantine.

In Lviv region, the above-mentioned issue due to the receipt of
disappointing operational information from the districts and cities of the
region was discussed by the management of the children’s service of the
region state administration, the department of social protection of the
population of the region state administration and the Lviv region center of
social services for families, children and youth, following the informal
meeting, proposals were developed and sent to the Ministry of Social Policy
of Ukraine and the Commissioner of the President of Ukraine for Children’s
Rights.

In turn, the Ministry of Social Policy of Ukraine and the Office of the
Presidential Commissioner for Children’s Rights in connection with the
introduction of quarantine measures in Ukraine developed and sent to
regional and Kyiv city state administrations a recommended algorithm for
protecting children's rights and social support of families with children in
quarantine (letters of the Commissioner of the President of Ukraine for the
Rights of the Child dated 20.03.2020 Ne 15/3-07/557, the Commissioner of
the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine for Human Rights dated 24.03.2020 Ne
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1683.2/20/32.1, the Ministry of Social Policy of Ukraine dated 26.03.2020 Ne
4245/0/2-20/37 on ensuring the rights of children in quarantine measures)
(According to archival sources of the Service for Children, 2020).

The above documents were promptly considered at a meeting of the
Coordinating Council for the Protection of Children’s Rights and
Implementation of the Reform of Institutional Care and Upbringing of
Children in Lviv Region (Minutes Ne 1 of March 27, 2020) as a result of
which the Order of the head of works on liquidation of consequences of an
emergency situation “About maintenance of the rights of children in the
conditions of carrying out quarantine actions in the Lviv region” (from
02.04.2020 Ne 5) is prepared, certain points of which operate till now certain
points of which are still valid (According to archival sources of the Service
for Children, 2020).

The main tasks prescribed in the Order of the supervisor include:

— involvement and participation in the work of staffs of district and city
levels to combat coronavirus disease (COVID -19) representatives of
children's services, structural units for social protection of district state
administrations and executive committees of city councils of regional
importance to monitor the provision of social services for families with
children and protection of the rights and best interests of children and
organization of prompt identification of children in difficult life
circumstances, children left without parental care, in particular by visiting
officials of local governments, district state administrations (including
representatives of services for children, centers of social services for families,
children and youth, other structural units), social work specialists, and in case
of reports of facts or risks of threat to life and health of children, domestic
violence - together with representatives bodies of the National Police,
medical workers;

— uninterrupted operational work of guardianship and custody bodies in
deciding on the future fate of children (removal of a child from parents or
other legal representatives due to threat to his life or health, ill-treatment;
temporary placement; granting the status of an orphan or a child deprived of
parental care; ensuring placement in a family, etc.) and incapacitated adults;

— uninterrupted work of services for children of district state
administrations, executive committees of city councils of cities of regional
significance, united territorial communities, centers of social services for
families, children and youth of districts, cities of regional significance, united
territorial communities, in particular provision of their worker, as well as
specialists in social work of districts, cities of regional significance, united
territorial communities of transport, personal protective equipment and
disinfectants, who will visit families with children during quarantine;
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— prompt response to the organization of assistance to families with
children, as well as adults incapacitated persons in the detection of a person /
several persons from such families of coronavirus disease (COVID-19);

— introduction of weekly monitoring for the time of quarantine (including
remote, with the involvement of the management and staff of institutions of
institutional care and upbringing of children) ensuring the rights of children
returned to families from institutions of institutional care and education of
regional, district, regional cities education system, starting from 06.04.2020;

— analysis of whether the inmates of institutions of institutional care and
upbringing of children have legal representatives, the possibility of
contacting them in the event of a need for medical intervention;

— providing consideration, if necessary, at meetings of region, district,
cities of region significance headquarters of coronavirus disease (COVID-19)
on changes in the functioning of social protection institutions, where the
elderly, persons with disabilities, children with disabilities, children in
difficult life circumstances, living permanently or staying around the clock,
nursing homes for the elderly, people with disabilities, inpatient care units of
territorial centers of social services (social services provision), institutions of
institutional care and education of children in education, health care, shelter
for children of the service for children of the regional state administration,
center of social support of children and families, social dormitory in Lviv
region, center of social and psychological assistance in Lviv region, social
center of mother and child in Lviv region;

— conducting informational and explanatory work among the population,
especially among families with children in difficult life circumstances, about
what COVID-19 is, what its symptoms are, how the virus spreads, about the
rules of personal protection that must be followed in order to protection
against coronavirus infection;

— disseminating information to families with children on what to do if
parents or children show signs of the disease, in particular by providing
contact details (telephone numbers) of family doctors;

— non-admission during the quarantine staying of groups of children on
the street, on children’s and sports grounds, in other public places, as well as
leaving children without adult supervision;

— exercising proper control over the conditions of maintenance and
upbringing of children in families in difficult life circumstances, foster
families, family-type orphanages, foster families, families of guardians,
trustees, using various means of communication, including visits, and, if
necessary, assistance to such families in meeting the basic needs of children;

— organization of providing families with children, if necessary, food,
personal hygiene products, etc.;
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— strengthening control over the sanitary and epidemiological situation in
institutions with round-the-clock stay of children, priority provision of such
institutions with detergents, including disinfectants, as well as personal
hygiene products;

— timely provision of institutions with the necessary amount of food,
medicine, uninterrupted supply of drinking water;

— conducting daily temperature screening and monitoring of the health of
children and staff of institutions;

— strengthening control over the conditions of children’s stay in such
institutions, observance of their rights and legitimate interests (According to
archival sources of the Service for Children, 2020).

INTERACTION OF PUBLIC AUTHORITIES, LOCAL
GOVERNMENTS AND THE PUBLIC IN THE ORGANIZATION
AND CONDUCTION OF ANTI-EPIDEMIC MEASURES

Thus, the proposals of the Ministry of Social Policy of Ukraine (letter
dated 06.04.2020 Ne 4748/0/2-20/57) to strengthen control over children in
difficult life circumstances were implemented by the Lviv Regional State
Administration through the work of “mobile groups” formed on the
territories of districts and cities of the region with the involvement of
representatives of services for children, education, health of district state
administrations, executive committees of cities of regional importance,
centers of social services for families, children and youth, social workers,
centers social assistance of districts, cities of regional significance and united
territorial communities of the region (letters of the Lviv Regional State
Administration dated 24.04.2020 Ne 5/33-396/0/2-20 and dated 28.04.2020
Ne 5/33-403/0/2-20 to the heads of district state administrations, executive
committees of cities of regional significance, united territorial communities)
[According to archival sources of the Service for Children 2020, Ensuring the
protection of children in quarantine was discussed during quarantine 2020,
The well-being of children returned from boarding schools to their families
through Covid-19 will be checked by the relevant services 2020]. This fairly
effective mechanism for monitoring the state of social assistance has made it
possible to ensure the organization of social care by local governments and
local executive authorities for children who have returned from institutions of
institutional care and upbringing of children in families in difficult life
circumstances.

According to the results of the constantly ongoing monitoring carried out
by “mobile groups” of regional state administrations and executive
committees of cities of regional significance, as of 01.09.2020, 4058 children
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were visited, while they were in families, of which 280 children were
identified with signs of difficult life circumstances and measures were taken
to further register children in such circumstances and provide them with a
certain set of social services. During the monitoring, informational and
explanatory work was carried out on measures to prevent the disease at
COVID-19 and provided constant communication between the services for
children of district administrations, executive committees of cities of regional
importance and families in difficult life circumstances, foster families,
family-type orphanages, families of guardians, trustees and heads of
institutional care institutions [In the Lviv region, the living conditions of
children returned to the family due tocoronavirus were monitored, 2020].

The heads of district state administrations and executive committees of
cities of regional significance, together with representatives of public
organizations, formed and provided assistance to 280 families (children) who
needed it.

In addition, in order to organize measures to protect children from abuse
and ensure their safety during quarantine activities, the regional state
administration (letter from 03.06.2020 Ne 1-179/0/20) initiated online
consideration of the above issue on Coordination councils for the protection
of children's rights and the implementation of DI-reform of districts, cities of
regional importance, united territorial communities [According to archival
sources of the Service for Children 2020].

As of 07.07.2020, the district state administrations, executive committees
of cities of regional significance and united territorial communities (41 UTC)
of the region continued to work on organizing and conducting measures to
protect children from abuse and ensure their safety during quarantine
activities. During June-early July 2020, the above issue was considered at the
meetings of the Coordination Councils for the Protection of Children’s
Rights and the implementation of DI-reform of districts, cities of regional
significance and UTC, based on the results were organized joint action plans
(algorithms) in United Territorial Communities, districts, cities of regional
significance in the field of child safety ensuring during quarantine activities,
where special attention is paid to families returned by children from
institutional care institutions in order to assess the ability of such families to
ensure the needs of children, especially safety [Protection of the rights of
children and families in the priority of regional authorities 2020, Y. Holod
2020].

It should be noted that the economic and anti-social impact of the
pandemic on families in difficult circumstances is undeniable. The risks to
children in boarding schools may be a consequence of the rapid closure of
such institutions and the return of children to biological families and
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communities without proper training continues to this day. Also, the risks
include the fact that institutional institutions are a group environment, and
therefore are more vulnerable to cluster infections, and children in them are
at greater risk of infection, as well as ill-treatment and neglect of their own
rights. There is a particularly high risk for children with disabilities, who are
most likely to be in institutional settings and in some cases (due to specific
conditions or, for example, impaired immunity) may have a higher risk of
COVID-19 infection and experience the more serious effects of the virus.
Some children who are in boarding schools and dissatisfied with their place
of residence may find it unbearable to be forcibly closed in the institution
and, conversely, children who have returned to their families from
institutions may be in a certain psychological stress due to unsettled (openly
difficult) social ties with the family, that is, they may face social isolation
and not have access to financial and practical support, etc.

It should also be understood that, given the scale of this emergency, there
will be an increased need for institutional care, including emergency care,
and providers of such services must have action plans in place to meet this
demand. Therefore, in order to optimize the process of child protection in the
system of institutional care in our opinion it is necessary:

— develop emergency response plans to be developed by guardianship
authorities, children’s services together with service providers and
community leaders. Such planning should take into account the course and
probable duration of the emergency (up to 6 months). In contexts where child
protection authorities are no longer operating / no longer operating, social
protection professionals should work with community leaders and service
providers, as well as health and education professionals, to develop such
plans.

Plans must contain at least:

— clear policies that give priority to alternative care (family forms of
arrangements and forms close to family ones) and prevent the separation of
families, the principles of which should be disseminated in medical
institutions, police stations, courts, local executive and local authorities,
public structures / child protection units;

— such forms of alternative care should be classified as “basic services”
within the framework of preferably government emergency control systems;

— the revised institutionalization prevention procedures should include an
online and telephone assessment of redirection, an assessment of the need for
and possibility of providing assistance and permission to place a child with
mandatory monitoring by children’s services;

— restrictions or prohibitions must be clearly established on the unplanned
placement of children in institutional facilities during emergencies;
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— heads of institutional institutions should immediately notify local
authorities and local self-government bodies if a child is brought to their
institution directly and not through official mechanisms of the child
protection system;

— local authorities should develop standard operating procedures to
address the temporary care needs of children separated from their families or
those who are unaccompanied, including clear instructions on what to do if
such a child is infected or has symptoms of the virus and needs isolation;

— special attention should be paid to methods of preventing inappropriate
referral of children to institutional facilities in the process of responding to
the COVID-19 pandemic, including children with disabilities;

— child protection authorities should coordinate the introduction of a
moratorium on the establishment of new institutional institutions;

— each institutional institution should be classified as a single unit of
residence in order to properly approve government regulations/directives on
self-isolation, and clear guidelines on social distancing, isolation and
quarantine requirements within institutional institutions should be
disseminated to all providers of these services;

— institutions should not close suddenly, without developing effective care
and support plans for each child,;

— executive authorities at all levels, in partnership with relevant child
protection actors, should ensure/guarantee the continuity of the supply of
essential goods (food, hygiene and primary/basic medicine) and the provision
of critical services (including services for children with disabilities) providers
of alternative care services for recipients of such services in the case of
restrictions on the purchase and movement or if the goods become scarce and
difficult to purchase normally.

CONCLUSIONS

In connection with the above, in our opinion, a number of clear measures
of social moderation should be developed regarding:

— encouraging and assisting families in planning the need to care for
children if one parent or guardian falls ill or having to care for a sick family
member, and encouraging family members and relatives to provide remote
support using available technology;

— removing obstacles to benefits, in particular solving problems related to
remittances, and facilitating access to funds outside the usual place of
residence;

— informing family members, teachers, health workers and other
community workers about how to identify and work with children who need
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protection or are at increased risk of divorce from the family due to death or
iliness in the family, in including children with disabilities;

— for children who were at risk of divorce from their families before the
pandemic, social workers should provide ongoing support and constant
contact by telephone or other means of distance communication;

— establishing cooperation with community leaders, as well as religious
leaders, to combat the stigma and rumors of COVID-19 against people who
are ill, have been infected, or have survived the disease, and to support them
in disseminating basic facts about symptoms, transmission, and treatment
(via radio, megaphone/social media, etc.);

— identify and include migrants, refugees, stateless persons and internally
displaced persons (children) and families, as well as undocumented children
in the main priority groups who need access to medical services for
prevention, treatment and testing, social protection programs, measures to
disseminate child-friendly information and redirection mechanisms, as well
as to provide online support;

— in an environment where social services are paralyzed or operating to
the limit, and in an environment of necessary social isolation, it is important
to give priority to supporting providers of alternative care services on a
family basis (guardians, foster families, foster families and family
orphanages type) and significantly limit the use of boarding schools during
this emergency phase of quarantine;

— employees of the alternative care system, guardianship authorities,
children’s services, social support centers for families of children and youth
also suffer negative consequences, and to reduce such consequences it is
urgent to develop new strategies for their work.

Thus, the above mechanisms and measures will make it possible in the
future to pass the period of quarantine restrictions as painlessly as possible
and ensure the protection of the rights and legitimate interests of children and
families with children in difficult life circumstances.
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
